The 1st European Cross Networking Meeting on the Global Crises took place in Paris 10 and 11 of January 2009. The results of this meeting – among others – have been the proposal of a global action day and week, starting with a mobilization on March 28th just before the G20 meeting would take place (consequently taken to the WSF in Belem at which the 28th of March and the following week had been agreed upon as a global day/week of action). Furthermore participants agreed to continue building this space for the future, setting at that time the 18th and 19th of April as the next moment to meet. 

Objectives of the meeting:
· To jointly assess the outcomes of the G20 meeting and to continue developing and deepening civil society capacity to influence the European position in the process of reforming the financial system, and to enforce the necessity of changing the current production/consumption model and the shareholder value,
· To jointly assess the current dynamics as regards the economic and social crisis in Europe, with a particular emphasis on Eastern Europe and to develop joint responses to from the perspective of social movements and civil society organisations, including  proposals on how to organise/build joint resistance to the governments proposals to deal with the crisis and joint support for our proposals
· To develop next concrete proposals for mobilisation on a European level post London G20 meeting 
· To discuss how to further how to improve cooperation and networking among CSOs in Europe around the financial crisis/global crises
The main working language of the meeting will be English. French simultaneous translation will be provided. For German only speakers we will have whisper translation. In case participants have indicated in their registration other language needs, we aim at having a solution for this.
